Almost always  
correctly uses and  
varies grammar but may 
repeat constructions (4-7  
different errors). 

Commits numerous  
grammar errors (8-12 
different errors). 
 

Commits serious and 
significant errors. (12 
-20 different errors). 
 

Vocabulary Controls vocabulary 
exceptionally well (no 
errors in word choice). 
 

Controls vocabulary  
very well but may repeat 
words (1-3 errors in 
word choice).  

Controls vocabulary  
fairly well but uses  
simplistic words (3-6  
errors in word choice). 

Controls vocabulary  
poorly (more than 6  
errors in word  
choice). 

Preparedness Is completely 
prepared and has 
obviously rehearsed. 

Seems prepared but 
might have needed 
more rehearsal. 

Is somewhat prepared 
but it is clear that more 
rehearsal was in order. 

Does not appear to 
have prepared or 
rehearsed. 
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
